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PREFACE

The Southeastern Association of Teachers of Japanese [SEAT]] is please to present the
publication of the "PROCEEDINGS OF THE EIGHTH ANNUAL MEETING" held at University
of North Carolina at Charlotte, Charlotte North Carolina on February 27, 28, 1992. The
meeting, that was very successful, was attended by 62 Japanese language teachers, teaching
assistants, and students. The number of memberships and participants have steadily increased
year by year. The number of memberships for this organization is now more than 100.

According to the world-wide survey of the Japanese Foundation-Japanese Language
- Institute, there are more than 980,000 non Japanese speakers study Japanese language in the
world. Among these 657,579 study the language at elementary and secondary schools and
159.911 study at higher institutions. The number of Japanese teachers also has kept increasing
as the number of students’ enrollment has expanded. Currently 13,214 teachers are engaged
in teaching the language in the world. Speaking of the situation in the United States, 12,626
are learning the language in elementary and secondary schools, and 16,818 are enrolled in
Japanese language classes at four years colleges. The number of Japanese teachers is almost
reaching a thousand. As for southeastern region of the United States, There are more than 250
schools and private language institutions offering Japanese programs and over 200 teachers
are engaging in teaching the language and its culture. Nowadays, the Japanese language is one
of the most preferred non traditional languages that are offered in schools in this country.

However, the japanese language, unlike other traditionally taught European languages
such as Spanish, French, and German, does not share many grammatical and phonological
similarities with English. As for morphology of the Japanese language, the language shares
almost nothing with English. These aspects of the language require Japanese language learners
and also Japanese teachers to make an extra effort. In addition to these aspects of the
language, Japanese language pedagogy is in its premature stage. Many Japanese instructors
are trained by the established language pedagogies, that predominantly aim at teaching
European languages to the speakers of other European languages.

Under the current situation of the Japanese language education, Southeastern Association
of Teachers of Japanese [SEAT]] plays a crucial role for its members to exchange ideas, discuss
problems, provide information and share resources among them. This year we had
unpresidented large number of participants and memberships. However, we still would like
to see this organization expanding and functioning as a key network for the Japanese teachers
in the southeastern region of the United States. We would like to thank all the members and
participants who have supported our organization and its annual meeting. Thank you for
making this meeting possible.
